ORDINANCE NO. 3010

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING TITLE I GOVERNMENT CODE, CHAPTER 100
GENERAL PROVISIONS, ARTICLE I CITY SEAL, SECTION 100.005
CORPORATE SEAL, TO THE MUNICIPAL CODE OF THE CITY OF PAOLA,
KANSAS.

Be it ordained by the City Council of the City of Paola, Kansas, as follows:

SECTION 1. That Section 100.005 of the Code of the City of Paola is hereby amended
to read as follows:

A. The Corporate Seal of the City of Paola, Kansas, shall consist of an oval design, with
the outside ring thereof being in blue, and proceeding toward the center of the Seal a
white ring, a blue ring with the words "City of Paola, Kansas" appearing thereon in
white, a white ring, a blue ring, and then a white center with a burgundy colored 4-
posted Gazebo appearing thereon, and below the same in burgundy, the numbers
"1855", and in burgundy on a white background with a blue rectangular border on the
left side of the Gazebo the words "proven past", and on the right side thereof the words
"promising future".

B. The City Clerk of the City of Paola, Kansas, is hereby designated as the keeper and
official custodian of said Seal for and on behalf of said City.

C. It shall be unlawful for any person, other than duly authorized representatives of the
city acting in their official capacity, to use a facsimile of the Corporate Seal of the City
of Paola, Kansas, for any purpose, without first obtaining the express written
permission of the City Manager.

D. Any person convicted of unlawful us of the Corporate Seal of the City of Paola, Kansas

shall be subject to the penalties detailed in Section 100.090 and Section 100.100 of this
Code.

SECTION 2. That all ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict with this ordinance
are hereby repealed.

SECTION 3. That this ordinance shall become effective after its passage, approval and
publication in the official city newspaper.
